Schedule to this Order except that person is authorised to do so by a licence 
issued, in respect of the goods, by the Minister under the Miscellaneous 
Controls Act. 

6. A licence that was issued in respect of any of the goods under 
the Customs (List of Prohibited and Restricted Imports and Exports) 
Order; 1962, prior to the commencement of this Order shall continue to be 
in effect for a period of 6 months from the date of the commencement of 
this Order. 

7. The Customs (List of Prohibited and Restricted Imports and 
Exports) Ordel; 1962 is hereby revoked.

8. Toy guns that are capable of discharging any matter whatsoever Toy guns.

9. (1) Fruit or vegetables, other than dried or canned, that have been Fresh 
grown in or conveyed through the state of Florida in the United States of America, fruit and 

vegetables.

Certificate stating that the fruit or vegetables have been fimigated by a competent 
entomological officer and are free from the Mediterrean Fly. 



(2) Any fruit or vegetables that are brought to Barbados by any vessel or 
aircraft which has cleared from any port or airport in Florida with the fruit or 
vegetables on board shall be deemed to have been grown in or conveyed through 
Florida unless proof to the contrary be given to the satisfaction of the Comptroller 
of Customs.
