. (I) Motor vehicles, spare pasts, tyes and 
other equipnmt including timing, communicatim and 
safety equipment imported for the exclusive purpose 
of a motor racing competition that is sponsored or 
facilitated by the Basbados Motosing Federation Inc 
on a certificate to that effect &om the President of 
the Barbados Motoring Federation Inc subject to the 
condition that 

((I) the motor vehicle being imported is a 

(A) saloon or sedan model with a 
welded safety roll-cage and 
limited interior trim which is 
designated to carry two 
persons; 

(B) Formula one car or other single 
seater purpose-built racing car, 
with a welded safety roll cage 
and a closed cockpit that is 
designed for racetrack use 
onlx or 



(C) kart designed specifically for 
racetrack use; 

(b) the Comptroller is satisfied that the 
motor vehicle, spare parts, tyres and 
other equipment including timing, 
communication and safety equipment 
are reasonably required for the 
purposes of  a motor racing 
competition; 

(b) the Comptroller may impose and 
attach such conditions as to the 
keeping and rendering of accounts 
as he considers appropriate in 
respect of the use and disposal of 
the motor vehicles, spare parts, tyres 
and other equipment including timing, 
communication and safety 
equipment; and 

(d) the person importing the motor 
vehicle, spare parts, tyres and other 
equipment including timing, 
communication, and safety 
equipment for the motor racing 
competition is a member of a motor 
club which is a part of the Barbados 
Motoring Federation Inc. or a 
competitor who is not resident in 
Barbados. 

(2) The spare parts, tyres and other equipment 
referred to in paragraph (1) are as follows:

3. transmissions; 

4. rear axles;
