A PROCLAMATION 

WHEREAS by section 3(1) of the Defence Act, Cap. 159 it is 
provided that where it appears to the Govemor-General that by reason of 
the imminence ofactive service it is necessary in the public interest that a 
unit should be deemed to be on active service, he may by proclamation 
deem that for a specified peiiod not exceeding 3 months commencing with 
the date of the coming into force ofthe proclamation, that that unit shall be 
deemed to be on active service 

AND WHEREAS it appears necessary in the public interest that a 
unit of the Barbados Defence Force comprising members of the land forces 
and the Barbados Coast Guard be constituted for the purpose of ensuring 
the security of the Caribbean Region: 

AND WHEREAS by section 7 of the said Act it is provided that the 
Governor-General may at any time order that the whole or any part of the 
Barbados Defence Force shall be employed outside Barbados: 

AND WHEREAS it appears necessary for the purpose of ensuring 
the security of the Caribbean Region that the said unit be employed outside 
Barbados:
